After a successful week in Cairns where we were privileged to visit, listen to and work 
with many inspirational educators, I have returned with a renewed energy for the 
importance of bilingual education for all. In Cairns and outlying communities they have 
come to understand how having a positive sense of cultural identity, including language, is 
central to all children’s development. They have also identified the importance of strong 
family and community relationships in improving their learning and well being. 
These are also respected values at Caulfield Primary School and it was exciting to see the 
similarities and differences. 
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Monday was also an exciting return as our school received confirmation of our new multi-
purpose hall to be built on the site as part of the Building Education Revolution. A plan of 
the building can be seen in the office for interested community members. We have been 
told that the project should be relatively swift and that we may be able to start next 
year with our new facility. 
The pace quickened as our grant gatherers came up with another application to support 
our school. We will keep our fingers crossed that this will be successful. This application 
will enhance the delivery of our Japanese Immersion by adding new technology.
